
 

Notice of Suspension of Part 3, Article 29 and Part 1 of 
Schedule 4 of the Home Credit Market Investigation Order 

2007 

Notice 

1. The Competition and Markets Authority, in accordance with article 7(1) of the 
Home Credit Market Investigation Order 2007 (the Order) and the terms of 
this Notice, hereby suspends the operation of Part 3 (Website), article 29, Part 
1 of Schedule 4 including references to Part 1 of Schedule 4 in article 30(2)(a) 
and article 31(2)(a) of the Order. 

Terms of the Notice 

2. This suspension will begin at 12:00 (midday) on 16 January 2024 and will 
remain in place until further Notice.  

3. In the Invitation to Comment, published today, the CMA is seeking the views 
of stakeholders on whether to launch a review of Part 3, article 29 and Part 1 
of Schedule 4 of the Order.  

4. A review of Part 3, article 29 and Part 1 of Schedule 4 of the Order would 
assess whether there are one or more changes of circumstance that mean 
that the obligations are no longer appropriate and should be varied, 
superseded or revoked.
